By-Laws
Article I – Name

Name:  

The name of this organization shall be “East Bell Youth Boosters”.

Article II – Purpose

Purpose:  
The purpose of the organization is to:  provide support for members of Rogers FFA, FCCLA, 4-H and attending Rogers I.S.D. at the Bell County Youth Fair by bidding, buying, or paying premiums for either placing or non-placing projects.  The exhibitor’s project must be entered under Rogers FFA, FCCLA, or 
4-H to be supported by the organization.  Home schooled students living within Rogers I.S.D. who have projects entered under Rogers FFA, FCCLA, or 4-H will also be supported by the organization.  The organization may also provide other necessary support for our youth and may hold fund-raising events.  This shall be a non-profit organization.

Article III – Membership
Section 1:  
Qualification:  Open to anyone interested in promoting agricultural or homemaking youth activities.

Section 2:  
Dues:  Dues shall be good for one year.

Section 3:
Meeting:  Meetings shall be on a called basis; called by the executive committee.  All members shall be notified of any meeting.

Section 4:
In order to receive support from the organization, the student’s parents or legal guardians must be a paid member of East Bell Youth Boosters.  Dues must be paid before the first day of the Bell County Youth Fair to receive support for the upcoming show year.

Article IV – Officers

Section 1:
The officers shall be President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, and Membership Chairperson.  They shall be elected annually during the month of March.

Section 2:
President:  The president shall preside at all meetings.  He shall vote only in the case of a tie.  

Section 3:
Vice President:  In the absence of the president, the vice president will perform the duties of the president and otherwise perform those duties assigned to him by the president.

Section 4:
Secretary:  The secretary shall keep a complete record of all proceedings of the club.

Section 5:
Treasurer:  The treasurer shall receive and disburse all funds and shall keep an accurate record of all transactions.  The treasurer shall give a financial report at each meeting.

Section 6:
Membership Chairperson:  The membership chairperson shall oversee the membership committee.

Article V – Committees

Section 1:
Executive Committee:  The executive committee shall include the officers, the Vo. Ag. teachers, and an adult 4-H leader or leaders.

Section 2:
Other Committees:  The president shall appoint standing and special committees.  Their duties shall be terminated when the assignment is complete.  The president will serve as an ex-officio member of all committees.

Section 3:
A buyers committee will be elected by members of organization governed by Section I, Article VI.

Article VI – Expenditures

Section 1:  
Expenditures:  All major expenditures of funds shall be approved by a quorum of the membership present.  Incidental expenses shall be paid by the treasurer.

Section 2:
Audit:  All books and accounts are subject to audit or inspection by members.  The close of the year shall be March 31.

Section 3:
Major business contributors shall be recognized at the discretion of the buyers committee.  (Amount set by buyers committee)
Article VII – Amendments

Section 1:
Amendments:  The by-laws may be amended at any regular or special called meeting by a 2/3 majority vote of the members present, provided a quorum is present.

Section 2:
Quorum:  quorum shall be a set percentage of the membership.  Quorum will be set at the first regular meeting of the organization.

Section 3:
Each adult (18 or over) has a vote.
